A proportion of marks will be awarded for the quality 
and suitability of the choice of programme. The competition will be judged as an equal partnership 
of vocalist and accompanist (i.e. marks will be awarded for the accompanist as well as the vocalist).

Age Limit:  15 to under 19 years. 

1st Prize: Cup, Gold Medal and €500

Test: Competitors to perform 3 songs of contrasting character, not to exceed 10 minutes.

Performances should 
be in the original key and from an official version. Costume optional. 

Competitors must use the official accompanist provided. 

Please note:  A proportion of the marks will be awarded for acting through song, and 
appropriateness of repertoire to voice type and stage of vocal development. 

 
A copy of the music must be made available for both the adjudicator and the accompanist on the 
day of competition. Failure to do so will result in disqualification. Please refer to Feis Ceoil 
Regulations for further information. 
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
